Dear Housing Advocates,

As many of you know, we here at Embassy are in surreal fight for our homes.  On November 15, the owners of our building asked us all to leave by March 15.  We turned to DCRA for help, requesting a 42.3405 investigation--and we got it.  And we won.  According to DCRA, the owners of our building do not have a condominium and could not legally ask us to leave on November 15.  Notwithstanding that fact, the owners asked us to leave, then sued us for possession, then sued us for $150,000 a month in damages, then sued the city under the civil rights act, somehow.  

But the city's been standing strong, and the Attorney General filed suit against the owners citing numerous violations of the District's law on condominium conversions.  The A.G. is asking for a preliminary injunction to prevent the owners from continuing with the conversion until they have complied with D.C. law.  There was an intitial hearing on May 13 which was continued until Tuesday, June 14.  The judge has indicated that summary judgement may be forthcoming in that Tuesday hearing.  

So--if you've got time on your hands and wish to see the D.C. vs. Luchs showdown--or just to show support for us--please come to the hearing!  It's on:
