1.  Go to the D.C. Council Web Site – www.dccouncil.washington.dc.us
2.  Click on “Legislation” in the menu on the left side of the home page

3.  (a)  If you know the number of the bill, click on “View Status of Bill or Resolution” or “Text of Bill or Resolution,” depending on what you want to see.
     (b)  If you don’t know the number of the bill, click on “List of Legislation,” which will provide a list of all bills in numerical order.  If you know the bill’s sponsor, click on “Legislation by Member”.

4.  Enter the bill number in the box at the top left that reads “Enter Leg. #:”

5.  Click on “Retrieve Record”.

6.  Click “View Legislation” on line.

7.  “Click to see the document”.
