ANNOUNCING WEEKLY RENTAL HOUSING SEARCH CLINIC AT HCS
 

Starting on September 24th, Housing Counseling Services (HCS) will hold weekly Rental Housing Search Clinics in English and Spanish every Thursday starting at 4:00pm.  

 

The Clinic will offer a 30-45 minute group presentation on the rental housing search process and resources available for housing search.  HCS DOES NOT HAVE ANY RENTAL UNITS to match clients with.  

 

Clients will learn how to navigate the www.DChousingsearch .gov website, how to present themselves to landlords, how to prepare a "renter's resume" to share with potential landlords, home sharing, info on the subsidized housing application processes and waiting lists, the need to look at employment/income enhancements for housing independence.  

 

At the conclusion of the group session HCS counselors will conduct a housing assessment of each participant to determine individual rental housing options and offer suggestions on developing a viable housing plan.  Clients who wish to continue counseling will be scheduled for ongoing services to improve family financial management, credit repair and other options to seek housing independence.

 

The goal is to prevent homelessness by ensuring that low and moderate income families are aware of all housing resources and are prepared to look at ways to support housing independence.
