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The TENAC Candidates Forum on June 1 was an absolute triumph as hundreds filled The Great Hall at The Sumner School to standing room only.  This was Round One, the Mayoral and Delegate to Congress races, and virtually every candidate showed, stayed for the duration, and answered tough questions from an audience seeking answers to critical problems, especially the affordable housing dilemma facing the District.  The “Big Three” – Delegate Eleanor Holmes Norton, Mayor Adrian Fenty, and Council Chair Vincent Gray were the “headliners.”  There were numerous other candidates and the crowd so large, we extended the forum an extra half-hour - - the entire event a testament to the value of a TENAC endorsement.   


No success story comes off unscathed, however.  Complaints arose that time allocated to the major candidates should have been less, and to the others more.  We make no apologies, however, for the time allocations.  It is almost certain that either Mr. Gray or Mr. Fenty is going to be elected mayor.  Granting them adequate time to make their positions known, and answer critical questions was crucial in our view.  TENAC strives to make sure that every legitimate candidate gets time to be heard, and that anybody who reasonably expects to speak gets a chance.  We think we do it right, but if you don’t think so, let us know. Meritorious ideas merit adjustments, and we will make them.
