TEN-YEAR EXTENSION OF RENT CONTROL!

TENAC highly commends the Council for unanimously (13-0) cosponsoring a bill to extend rent control for ten years instead of five, or until 2020. In doing so it has adopted a landmark proposal TENAC has been pushing for a long time.  Five-year rent control renewals are absurd and play into the hands of District landlords who are out to gut rent control entirely.  We expect hearings and a final vote will follow soon.  Sometimes TENAC’s role gets a bit overlooked in this city, so we are not a bit bashful about standing up and taking a big bow on this, and we just did.  Some ask, what have you done for us lately? Now they know.  


Crucial tenant events are coming up: we understand there will be working groups established with the Office of Tenant Advocate (OTA), tenants, councilmembers and landlords to help create legislation for further meaningful reform and protection for tenants.  The groups are open to all who have a stake in this process, and believe they have meaningful suggestions or contributions, including individual tenants.  We will keep you apprised of this.  Also watch the OTA website and ours for updates.
Finally, TENAC Candidates Forum II, Candidates for D.C. Council, is on August 3, 2010, at Sumner School, 1201 – 17th Street, N.W. (17th & M Streets,  NW) from 6:30 PM to 9 PM.   This is a critical election and a golden opportunity to come and ask the candidates questions about rent control, affordable housing and tenants’ rights.  
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
