They have difficult on-going situations.  THEY DESERVE OUR CONTINUED STRONG SUPPORT, AND THEY WILL GET IT.  We also appreciate the strong positive reaction to TENAC initiatives, including the “Senior Village” idea, to keep tenants in their apartments and out of nursing homes when they become elderly.

Looking ahead, we plan to push hard for TENAC MOBILIZATION TO RAISE FUNDS FOR TENANTS LEGAL ASSISTANCE.  In a time of gross landlord abuses in this city, that is a critical concern.  We also are going all out for TENAC’s PROPOSED TWO-YEAR BAN ON CONDOMINIUM CONVERSIONS.  It is of key importance to stem the “condo conversion craze” threatening every rental apartment building left in the city, especially those under rent control.  We also plan to hold a TENAC CANDIDATES FORUM before the September primary, so stay tuned!

Have a great summer.  We will remain in touch.  The Sumner School is closed for the summer, so the next scheduled TENAC meeting will be in September.  One and all, please take good care.
