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RATS RUN FOR COVER
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The good news is that the rat population in Dupont Circle has declined.  The bad news is that they have not gone; they’re just away.  Still, this long-overdue but welcome collaboration of the National Park Service (NPS) and the DC Department of Health (DOH) is a very positive development for a key rat abatement program. TENAC campaigned long and hard for that joint effort and we are very pleased at this outcome.  
We commend both agencies, who sent officials to our March TENAC Board of Directors meeting to discuss specific details on a joint comprehensive key rodent control plan for Dupont Circle Park.  TENAC is proud of our role in bringing that cooperative effort to fruition.  DOH’s Peggy Keller and NPS’s Sean Kennealy were outstanding representatives for their respective organizations.  


A recent survey of the Dupont Circle Park showed greatly reduced rodent activity, although one large specimen looking harassed and under-nourished was seen departing the circle and offered a one-word comment, “Rats! X@&*#*&!!!” 
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
